November 7, 2006 -- Minutes

The meeting began at 6 pm with a meal of soup (prepared by Terri Vuyk) with sandwiches, chips and cookies.

Cathy reviewed information from the Pastoral Council meeting in September and the state of the adult faith ministries.  

Adult Faith Ministries include:

O.C.I.A. -- Adult Confirmation – Emmaus -- Adult Retreats -- Spiritual Companions Group – JustFaith -- Adult Formation Program -- Library

Adult ministries are growing.  
· The library is being well used during times it is open.  We still need folks to open it on Sunday mornings.  We are working on making the catalogue of books available on the web page.
· There are more adult formation classes offered this year and called to protect are now included in the program

· JustFaith involves four people from St. Andrew and four from St. Benedict parish and two from OLPH in Scottsdale (our program is late starting and was available to them).  We would like to offer JustFaith next year as an option for this year’s OCIA candidates to continue their formation in a small faith context.

· There are 4 women participating in the spiritual companions group using Bridges to Contemplative Living with Thomas Merton.

· We are offering three more Busy Person’s retreats and a weekend retreat in February at Living Waters Retreat Center in Cornville, AZ

· There are 6 people attending the fall Emmaus program.  There will be two more six week sessions.

· There are 12-15 adults in the confirmation program.  They are attending classes in the Adult Formation Program with an extra class on sacraments added.

· There are 34 OCIA candidates.  The team of eight is working well together and all seems well.

Cathy explained some of the ministry concerns coming from the parish vision document, Pastors Forming Pastors and some of the development concerns for adult ministries.  Group members were emailed a number of questions to consider to direct the conversation about adult faith ministries this year and looking toward the future.  They were:
-What paid and volunteer staff do we need?

-Who should take on the leadership role for these ministries?  Do we want a designated leader of each of the ministries listed above?

-What resources for the ministries do we need?

-What do you think St. Andrew's needs in terms of adult formation and adult spirituality?

-What do you think are the challenges for adult faith formation and the parish?

Leaders of the adult faith ministries had the following comments.

We seem to have a vision but no strategic plan.

Are other full time staff members willing to step in on projects?  More often, Cathy is asked to step in to provide formation for other ministries.  

How do we bring young adult formation over to adult faith?  Perhaps that staff person can take on a bigger role in adult formation.

How are we organizing the resources around the various ministries parish wide?  We need to train some trainers to use the resources we have more efficiently, e.g. Cathy could train someone to run various programs like JustFaith or teach classes.  Theology staff needs to train others.  We have an exceptionally talented and competent parish.
There definitely needs to be more communication and cooperation between ministries.  There needs to be a coherent plan.
The weight of ministry continues to rest on too few people, including full time staff members.  We need more staff.

We also need to rationalize individual ministries.

We need personal invitation to involve more parishioners.  Laity must work.  The stewardship question is, “Where is your heart?  Let your hands and feet follow.”

Stewardship requires someone to focus knowledge, skills and attitudes of parishioners.

We could ask new parishioners (even older ones) to sign a contract / commitment of service after some gift discernment.

Offer ways for people to get involved in a small way.

Build relationships with volunteers right away

The message needs to come from the priest in the pulpit.  

Once a quarter we could have a “Stewardship Sunday” offering stories of how parishioners are using their gifts in and beyond the parish.   NPR fundraising model; you’re a member!  We want you!  Your giving is justice.

The success of this meeting and participation is because Cathy was more assertive and made us come to this conversation.  We need to hear the expectations and don’t make them too low.  Say the needs.  Be more assertive.

We introduced everyone and each of the several ministries each of us is involved in and closed with prayer.

Prayer & Reflection -- 
A. A schedule for future BOG meetings was presented: 3rd Thursday every other month beginning December. However, the December date was changed to the 14th of December due to Christmas.

B. “At Home with the Word - 2007” was distributed to all attending ministries.  We need 12 more copies of the book.

C. Church Magazine “Ministries – A Parish Guide” was distributed.

D. Minutes to last PAC was distributed.

Ministry encouragement and a statement of support were presented to the leaders.  A discussion followed concerning the (on-going) evolution of our ministries in response to the needs of the people of our parish, and the reality of life’s demands upon the leaders. Ministry leaders must honestly assess their ministry.  The leaders of many of Family Life’s ministries have been in the position of leadership for more than 3 years.  A few of the ministries have a method in place to recruit and replace ministry leadership on an annual basis, e.g. Yesterday Kids and S.A.M.S

Baptism – Beth Berg
The ministry continues to serve the needs of the people, with a small growth noted.  The volunteers to assist the sacrament have remained steadily involved over recent years.  No changes expected in the short term, however Beth mentioned that the “parish” requirement for God Parents to receive instruction is a worthy program and should be continued, despite an apparent withdrawal of such requirement by the diocese.

Scripture Sharing Group (Wednesday Mornings) – Judy Betka

This ministry is alive and well, with 8 to 12 people routinely attending.  Patti Sutton has stepped forward to offer assistance in leading during Judy’s absence.

Faith Sharing Group (Small Christian Community I) – Tom and Donna Heyer

The ministry has been active for approximately 9 years with up to 12 people participating in the twice monthly gatherings.  The open format has proven to be most inviting.  The leaders begin each meeting with prayer, followed by participants sharing life experiences and scripture sharing.  Tom mentioned that they may be interested in a retreat may be in the offering at some future date and time.

Yesterday Kids – Eva Willis

This ministry has a long history of participation in parish activities.  The present ministry leader, Jim Lebo, will be passing leadership responsibilities on to Eva Willis in the next year.  They have 90 members which meet monthly.  They have three special events each year: Pot Luck Dinner, Christmas Party, and a St. Patrick’s Day Picnic to raise funds for the group and to donate a portion to the church’s ministries.

Neighborhood S – Kay W.

After being on hiatus during the summer, the small group is gathering for a fall dinner at a local restaurant October 24th.  This ministry has become a small group in recent years, but it still serves their needs.  Kay is concerned about the longevity of the group.  A special prayer service is held 3 times a year (January, March, and November).

Marriage Preparation – David and Debbie Runyan

Unitas – Kathy DiNolfi   and   Wedding Coordinators – Shelly Wetzell

First-ever workshop is on schedule, for November 11th.  A goal to formation of marriage ministers, with commissioning, is planned.  To support the growing number of engaged couples, this ministry needs to grow in the number of participating volunteers: sponsor couples, UNITAS presenters, and wedding coordinators are seen as essential team members (and future marriage preparation ministers).

Worship Ministries BreakOut Group 

September 13, 2006 – Minutes

The committee opened with a special prayer for remembering September 11, 2001.  Introductions of committee members were made.

Focusing on this year’s Advent season, the committee participated, reflected, and discussed individual formation exercise for Advent spiritual reflection.  Reflection questions included:  What meaning does the phrase “coming of the Lord” hold for you this Advent? What changes would you make if you were told you only had a few weeks to live?; and How will you make time to celebrate Advent?

Bill and Sandra gave a report from the last PAC meeting on September 11th.  At the meeting, Parish Director gave an overview of the PAC where it was and where it is now.  It is time to revisit the long term planning process for the parish.  Findings included that the document “Pastors Forming Pastors” is not actionable by way of the structure of the document.  Next possible step would be to develop a strategic plan for development of specific goals and objectives with timelines, based on the document.  Communication across the board should continue among and between the staff, PAC and BOGS.  Called to Protect information was also given and discussed.

Fr. Rick reported that the first step towards stewardship will be involving the toddlers and children of the parish.  With the initiation of this project, Planting the Seed, during the Children’s Masses the children will be invited to bring up food items to donate to the needy of the parish and place them in a basket during the Preparation of the Gifts.  In time, this action will become a regular part of the liturgy as a teaching tool. The kickoff weekend will be the weekend of October 21st -22nd, which includes the children’s liturgy at the 10:15 AM mass.  This weekend will have a witness speak about stewardship.  The following weekend, October 28th-29th someone will speak on treasure, possibly give a financial account and have an opportunity for parishioner to make an annual pledge at that time.  There will be a stewardship retreat on October 13th at Mt. Claret from 9AM-4PM for those interested in learning more about stewardship.  January 9, 2007 from 7:15-9:15PM there will be a stewardship planning meeting for our parish facilitated by Katie Mc Laughlin from the Diocese.  Please plan on attending.  Information handouts “What is Stewardship” and “The Spirituality of Stewardship” were provided to the committee members.  Handouts found on pages 4 & 5 of this minutes report.

Ministry Updates and Issues – The mini “ministry fair weekends” were questioned if they were productive or not.  There is not as much “hype” as when we had a big event in the past.  The committee recommends that we look into the “big event” approach.  The stewardship committee is looking into ministry fair with liturgy, focusing on the stewardship of talent.  Spirituality – treasure – talent.

Co-chairs were asked to check the calendar of events already scheduled, posted on our website, when trying to book a room for meetings, training, and events.  The Altar Server ministry reported that they will add a 5th server to the mass in order to provide more opportunities to serve.  The duties of this server would include handling the procedure for the Book of Intentions.  The committee agreed.  The lector ministry will act as back up for this procedure in case of 5th server shortage.  This new procedure will begin the first week of Advent.  The committee has requested that the clergy address the community in regards to communion reception every so often so that new parishioners and visitors are aware of the practices in our Diocese and parish.  Carol prepares a weekly Visiting Presider Book for visiting presiders with gathering and closing songs, prayers, scripts, etc. so that our visitor feels welcome.  It also acts as a reference and back up as needed.  This book is located in the Sacristy.  Diocesan requirements for EME, MOC, and Lector certification were provided to the EME and Lector ministries.  The committee welcomed Peter Waterman as new co-chair of the EME ministry to take Dave’s place with Denice.  Crystal Marquez-Whitlatch is the new chair for the Liturgical Dance Ministry.

Other Ministry Updates-

MOH – Next training Oct. 2nd.  Working on fixing inconsistencies.  Ministry Fair Oct. 14th-15th with Oct. 23rd training to follow.  Mass captains are beginning to become more uniformed.  Communication between mass captains and sacristans has greatly improved.

EME’s – Text training Sept. 15th (30 candidates-4 teens) and training 10 Sacristans & Captains on Sept. 18th. 

WE – Getting ready for Advent.  Now have an 8 foot ladder for in-between jobs.  Currently have 4 active members.  Recruiting in October.

Servers – Recently trained new servers (13+) and re-trained current servers.

Music – Children’s Choir has 67 members; 12 boys.  Currently 6 children on waiting list.

Lectors – Recruited 5 new lectors for training.  No teens at this time.  Issue of concern to staff: the teens are not responding to emails, phone calls, etc.  During the Confirmation process, the teens had been strongly pressured into signing up for a ministry but don’t really have a desire for commitment.  However, having a parent involved with them in a liturgical ministry has proven to be very successful.  Is there a better process of discernment for the teens?  The first taping of participating lectors is complete.  Currently in evaluation process of project.

Dance – Recruited 17 new candidates (11 senior, 6 junior) at the Ministry Fair.  Next meeting September 24th.  Will be evaluating the goals for the year.  Will choose representative from the ministry to attend worship committee meetings due to college schedule.

Advent – The committee agreed to the Advent 2006 focus of, “Second Coming of Christ: Hope and Longing.”  Detailed information provided on page 3 of this minutes report.  A staff member asked the committee to review the logistics and consider the demands on the limited environment ministry decorating the church in such a short time on Christmas Eve this year.  Since the large items in the church would be taken down (Advent Wreath) and Christmas lights and greenery would be put during the week before the 4th Sunday of Advent/Christmas Eve-, would the committee consider recommending having all the masses in the social hall so that they would have all week to decorate?  The committee is in agreement to this, however, attendance could be an issue, but not likely.  The decision is up to the Pastor.  The standing Advent Wreath will be needed for that weekend.

The Christmas schedule is as follows…Christmas Eve: 4:00 PM – Church (Children’s Liturgy), 4:15 PM – Social Hall (inside only this year), 6:00 PM – Church (Children’s Liturgy), 8:00 PM – Church (Youth Mass), Midnight – Church (Traditional).  Christmas Day: 8:30 AM, 10:15 AM and 12:00 PM in the Church.

There will be three opportunities for on-going formation education offered by the Office of Worship for liturgical ministries this year.  The Liturgical Formation Days will be on November 11th at St. Paul’s in Phoenix; November 18th at Holy Cross in Mesa, and February 17th at St. John Vianney in Sedona.  Each session begins at 9AM and ends at Noon.  The focus will be spirituality and theology for ministry with prayer and a guest speaker.  Breakout session for lectors, Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion, Ministers of Hospitality, Environment and Music will follow the speaker.  The cost is $5.00.  Registration forms will come from the Office of Worship soon.  Committee was instructed to inform their ministries of this opportunity.

Upcoming liturgical events for the Fall were reviewed.

Food handler’s card test will be on September 27th from 6:30-8PM.  Study booklet available in the narthex or website.

Worship Ministries BreakOut Group

November 15, 2006 – Minutes

Committee participated in opening prayer.  Introductions of members present were made.  Much of the meeting was dedicated to agenda item number 2 and 3.

Discussion on “Changing Face of Parish Pastoral Ministries” took place.  Discussion topics/statements included recruitment by personal invitation, new conversion of faith-is our responsibility to educate parish, “Quiet Revolution,” by David DeLambo, Vatican II restoring of gifts in the church- conservative Grace- restoring what was, and that we are all involved in ministry development.  Discussion on “PFP 2.1 Lay Responsibility took place.  Discussion topics/statements included communication must be consistent, “ministry” versus “jobs” use Ministry Fair to address ideas and specifics, and personal testimonials should be given to community on stewardship plan.  The BOG’s concept has become a reality and the vision of the parish needs to be a planned process and a re-focus every so many years to evaluate what is of importance and/or a priority and what is to be kept as tradition.  We need to work toward communicating strong clear messages to our community from the top down, with an invitation to discipleship (using honey not vinegar).

Butch presented a vision of the process for the adult leaders in ministry to interface with the teens and adult leaders in youth ministry as beginning with a paradigm shift for confirmation.  The process will take place over the next few years.  This year, the 7th-12th grade confirmation candidates will receive teaching and integrate into ministry next year.  Rock stated the Kairos retreat is the invitation to become involved in ministry.  Discipleship and gift discernment will be taking place in the classroom and the teachers will interview each student to help with discernment.  The co-chairs of the Liturgical ministries will be giving an overview talk to the teens during class on November 19th and 29th.  Our task will be to effectively communicate in a short paradigm period the direction of these students, their responsibility, and that we are many parts belonging to one body.  Elliot gave the committee insight to his personal experience calling him to ministry.  Barb Lishko has designated March 25th and April 25th 2007 as in class training dates for liturgical ministries.  There will be a follow up to this discussion on how to put our best foot forward in assisting youth ministry.

Sandra gave a report on the last PAC meeting.  Brief highlights included a discussion on what stewardship meant to them, report on the children’s mass involving the children bringing up food items during offertory, and ministry reports.  The stewardship committee invited members to be a part of the planning process for the development of stewardship in our parish.  It was also reported that 80% of our parish lives out of the boundaries of St. Andrew’s.

Ministry Reports:  Debbie reported that the Lectors are training two new candidates from the last ministry fair.  Greta Shegena has joined Megan as a co-chair of the Worship Environment.  They are busy planning and preparing for Advent and Christmas.  Tom reported that the co-chair job descriptions for the MOH ministry have been updated.  Pat Arendt has committed to becoming one of the new co-chairs.  They are still looking for two more by the end of Spring 2007.  Trained sever new MOH’s from the last ministry fair – also training within the ministry took place at the end of October.  Sandra reported that the server ministry has thanked us for the new albs, are preparing for Advent (4th server to carry the Book of Intentions) and Christmas.  They are also searching for replacements as co-chairs.  Peter reported that Carol has sent out letters to inactive EME’s and will be sending out letters to ministers who have upcoming expirations and in 2007.  These letters include the transitional plan for the new formation and CTP requirements designated by the Diocese of Phoenix for certification and re-certification.  Anjanette reported that one of the sound tech’s just resigned.  Also working on Advent and Christmas music – dancers will be at all masses with music the weekend of December 16th-17th.  Carol reported for Liturgical Dance that they will have 3-4 dancers for the Thanksgiving mass, junior dancers will participate at the December 17th 10:15 AM mass.  Some dancers are participating in Not Far From Bethlehem and are also working on Advent and Christmas material.  It was noted that the use of the white cloth for the last meditation song was very effective.  The Ministry Day sponsored by the Office of Worship has been postponed by the Bishop.  Carol received a letter of apology from Fr. Kieran Kleczewski and stated that they would like to reschedule for some time in January or February.

Information on the catechetical weekend topic of reception of communion and GIRM reminders were discussed.  The committee recommended including the following (but not limited to) communion reception: 1). the approach, 2). hand vs. tongue, 3). spiritual communion, and using volunteers to demonstrate each posture or movement.  GIRM – bowing during the creed at the appropriate time and standing before the Eucharistic prayer.  Fr. Rick has offered to put together a catechetical draft for the presiders to use.  After the committee reviews and finalizes the draft, it will be taken to the staff to help discern a good weekend for this to be presented to the community.

Due to information learned during a recent staff meeting, the discussion on the use of missalettes without readings has been shelved.

Advent and Christmas:  The advent procession maps were distributed.  Carol will also send to everyone vie email.  As in recent tradition, each week the opening procession begins from a different location in the church.  Note that week 4 (4th Sunday of Advent) – only the 5PM mass will follow the map.  The 8:30 and 10:15 AM mass in the hall will come straight forward.  This still captures the symbolism of crooked to strait path, one destination.  The committee has requested that an explanation of why we do this happen during the greeting for a couple of weeks, and also appears in the bulletin and our web site. The meeting was opened with prayer. 

Team meetings -- were not held due to the lack of team members available. Barb shared the information that was gone over in the Adult Advisory meeting with the teens regarding the pairing with adults to each of the SALT teams.

· It was decided that Sports would be moved under the heading of “Outreach” to better maximize the resources of the team members available on both.

· Future meetings will allow for the first 45 minutes to be set aside for meeting as a “team” for planning and evaluating events. The last 45 min will be a full SALT meeting which will include team reports, PAC report, upcoming events etc. Advisory adults will be invited to attend these initial meetings to try and encourage, mentor and guide the youth as they plan.

These are week long trips to another state that are well organized and cater to Catholic teens.  Holy Spirit’s teens went last year and are going again this summer because of their fantastic experience.  This would replace the San Diego Surf Camp.  After 3 years of observing the “fruits” of that endeavor with the leadership teens, it is Barb and Rock’s opinion that this other option may be more suited to what we are looking for in forming committed, caring, service oriented teen leaders.  Teens that are involved in leadership and have shown a long standing commitment only will be included. There is a considerable cost difference involved and teens attending would be required to fundraise to bring down the registration fee and transportation fees.  We are exploring additional options to the Golf Scramble.
