The group discussed comments and concerns over the mass schedule change. In the fall the committee will review attendance numbers to decide whether mass times should be changed.

There have been some concerns about the temperature being warm in church. Staff is assessing the situation.
Parish Staff Update – Fr. John/Don Whitlatch

Two new staff members have been hired to fill two new positions. Mike Campbell will work as the part-time Coordinator of Youth Liturgy. Lynn Ekstrom will serve as the full-time Coordinator of Christian Initiation Ministries. In addition, a few staff members will experience changes in their job titles and descriptions. Paulette Colin is Coordinator of Early Childhood, Elementary and Family Catechesis; Leigh Emrick is Coordinator of Stewardship and Communications, and Bulletin Editor; Barb Lishko is Coordinator of Youth Ministries; Cathy Olds is Coordinator of Adult-Faith Formation and Social Justice Ministries; and David Runyan is Coordinator of Marriage Preparation.

Pastoral Director’s Report – Don Whitlatch
· The Sophia Ministry has gone through the final phase of pastoral review. The PAC approved Sophia Ministry as an official ministry at St. Andrew the Apostle.

· The group discussed possible names for the various ministry areas and agreed to call them “Ministry Groups.” There was also some discussion about consolidating some of the ministry groups.

· The staff is excited to announce Matthew Kelly as the presenter for the 2009 parish mission scheduled for March 22-24.
Finance Update – Ann Rody
· The year-end budget looks to be good.
· Following is a list of proposed capital improvements for this year: renovation of common workspace in the parish offices, parking lot renovation or resurface, repainting of the church interior, purchase of a video projection system, redesign of the Baptismal area and redesign of the welcome area in the Narthex.
· Since the new roof is now installed, it was suggested that the church interior be examined for water damage before repainting.
· Budget projections and bids for each of the capital improvement projects will need to be gathered to determine what can be done and when.
Roundtable/Ministry Reports

· There is no plan to add music to the 7:30 a.m. liturgy.

· Crystal Whitlatch is taking the place of Bill Kielen as the Liturgy representative on the Pastoral Advisory Council.
· The Adult Formation group is reviewing the Adult Formation/Education schedule for the next year. The schedule will feature a wide range of topics to appeal to a broad spectrum of parishioners as well as retreats and possibly the “Why Catholic” program.
· A new volunteer librarian, Catherine Smith, began working June 12.

· Habitat for Humanity collections are ongoing this summer. There is some concern about getting the funds needed for our parish’s share for the next build.

· Volunteers of the Befriender Ministry are ready and willing to take calls and help those in need.
