Opening prayer and reflection was led by Julie Schlarmann.
Survey of Mass Times: Findings – Fr. John

Results and comments of the mass times survey were discussed. The following comments and suggestions were made by the committee:
· Is parking an issue now? Will it be if the number of masses is reduced?

· Musicians indicated they have a hard time changing choirs and rehearsing because of the short amount of time between masses.

· Asking parishioners for input was a good idea.

· Is attendance lower which is creating a need for fewer masses?

· Will RCIA, OCIA, UNITAS, etc. be attached to a particular mass?

· Staff indicated the attendance numbers are higher during the months of November thru April, when the winter visitors are here.

· Will the early Sunday mass still be without music?

· Need to look at the number of parking spaces and determine which events and activities throughout the year cause an overflow.

· It was suggested that the summer mass schedule be extended by a couple months, when vacation time is over, to better determine how a schedule change would affect parking, mass attendance, music, etc. Then the committee can assess the situation and come up with the best possible solution.
· The committee agreed that communication is extremely important. Whatever change happens, parishioners need to know why and how they are affected.

Pastor’s Comments – Fr. John

Operation Andrew received 26 names of potential candidates for vocations. A letter and invitation to an informational BBQ will be sent to these candidates or their parents. Also attending the BBQ will be the Vocations Director with the diocese, various priests and nuns and a seminarian.

· Roof replacement is ahead of schedule.
· Six new air conditioners have been purchased and installed.

· Bids have been received for a possible parking resurface or renovation. A decision will be made in the fall.

· The ministry appreciation weekend went well.

· Models for parish assessment are still being reviewed.

· Two new staff positions are being created: Coordinator of Christian Initiation Ministries and Coordinator of Youth Liturgy & Young Adult Ministry. Both positions will relieve some staff members so they can focus on areas such as social justice, stewardship and youth ministry.
Finance Update – Ann Rody
· Plate income is ahead of budget by 10%. Administrative expenses are under budget.
· The budgeting process for FY2008-2009 is underway.

· Caring ministries is examining ways to ways to better serve the elderly, homebound, lonely or ill.

· Does the parish offer any kind of help for families of service men/women in the armed services?
· The Habitat for Humanity home was dedicated and blessed by Fr. John a few weeks ago.

· A schedule for next year’s Adult Formation classes is being developed now. Contact Cathy Olds if you have any suggestions.

· Need to remind people who need to meet ministry requirements that there is an online form which they can indicate what they’ve done to meet those requirements.

· RCIA continues to meet on Sunday mornings.

· The library open house is this weekend. Also in need of a librarian. Contact Cathy Olds if interested.

· The Sophia Ministry is going strong.

· There are some concerns about difficulty in reserving meeting space at church.
· There are nine couples and sponsors beginning UNITAS this weekend.

· The S.A.M.S Friendship Fiesta is May 15. Fr. John will be blessing all mothers and expectant mothers.

Three staff members were recognized recently by the diocese for their achievements:

· Paulette Colin received a certificate for 25 years of service as a catechetical leader. She also received a renewal of her credentialing, from the Diocese, on the Director level of catechesis.
