God is so good…I have been privileged to travel to Turkey and visit some of the 
most ancient churches in our Christian history.  I flew out of Sky Harbor on Tuesday 
afternoon, arriving in Munich on Wednesday morning, and then in the afternoon on 
to the city of Izmir, now the 3rd largest city of Turkey. 
 
Izmir is built around the ancient city of Smyrna, which is one of the churches referred 
to in the Book of Revelations.  St. Iraneus was born here, and its first bishop was  
Polycarp, who learned the faith directly from the Apostles. 
 

On Thursday we visited Ephesus, where St. Paul spent much of his time, and from which he 
wrote his epistles to the Corinthians, Galatians and the Philippians.  The beloved apostle, 
John, settled in Ephesus as well and it is believed that he brought the Virgin Mary to dwell 
with him.  The first church dedicated to Mary is in Ephesus, and a house that by tradition is 
thought to be where Mary lived is also in this city.  The early church in Ephesus is one of 

the seven mentioned in the Book of Revelations. 
 
We then visited the partially excavated site of Laodicea, another of the seven churches 
mentioned in the Book of Revelations.  Paul refers to the city in his epistle to the 
Collosians.  Laodicea is the location of an important church council held in 367AD, 
but the church there was much older than that, having been one of the earliest 
Christian communities.  We also visited Hierapolis, a city mentioned by Paul in his 
letter to the Collosians.  It is the sight of a natural hot spring and was a healing center 
in the ancient world.  It is known today as Pamukkale. Through the influence of  
St. Paul a Christian church was founded here.  The apostle Philip spent the last years of his life here and 
was martyred and buried here. 
 

Friday we visited the ancient sites of Philadelphia (known today as Alasehir), Sardis 
(today-Sart), and Thyathira, all three churches mentioned in the Book of Revelations.  
Paul’s missionary journeys may have brought him to these cities.  We also visited a 
trading center named Pergamum where parchment was invented, and ended our day in a 
coastal town named Dikili. 

 
Saturday we followed in the footsteps of St. Paul to the ruins of ancient city known as Assos, 
and then to Alexandria Troas.  This is where St. Paul had a vision of a man of Macdeonia 
begging him for help (Acts 16:9).  It is also the place where Eutychus fell asleep and 
tumbled out a third story window as Paul preached through the evening (Acts 20:6-10).   
St. Luke joined Paul at Alexandria Troas for part of the missionary journey. 
 
I will return next weekend.  In the meantime, know that you are in my prayers as I continue on this 
incredible pilgrimage in the footsteps of St. Paul.
