Subject: Captain/Sacristan Procedures With No Deacon

Dear Captains/Sacristans (C/S)

 

Effective immediately, for weekend masses when there is no deacon, the following procedures will be used:

 

1. C/S will "pre-pour" the wine into the chalices before placing the tray that holds the chalices, purificators, and pyxes on the small credence table at the top of the ramp. 

 

2. C/S will place a small cruet of wine (for the consecration) on the gift table along with the ciborium of hosts, cruet of water, and  

        For Fr. Joe: the presider's chalice, paten, large host, and purificator. 

        Note: For Fr Rick, the presider's chalice is placed on the tray with the other chalices. 
 

3. During the presentation of gifts, the C/S will bring the tray of chalices to the altar for the consecration. 

 

4. After the consecration, the C/S will assist the presider with distributing the hosts from the large ciborium to the smaller ciboria. 

 

5. After assisting in the distribution of hosts as above, the C/S will distribute the chalices and purificators to the "chalice EMEs" after the presider has served them with the Body of Christ.

 

6.  The presider will then provide each "ciborium EME" with his/her ciborium. 

 

7. As is the normal procedure, EMEs will proceed to their communion stations immediately after receiving their communion vessels.

 

If there are any questions regarding these procedures, please check with the presider before mass.
