ADULT MINISTERS:

The Diocese of Phoenix requires that all Extra Ordinary Ministers of Holy communion attend the “Called to Protect for Ministers” training every other year to maintain their certification or to be re-certified.  This requirement is in addition to the continuing faith formation requirements.  These sessions are offered on the St. Andrew the Apostle campus.  Please refer to the parish web site or the Adult Formation Enrichment Brochure for specific times and dates of these sessions.

The requirement during the transition period as well as an ongoing basis is detailed as follows:

1. All new ministers must attend the Called to Protect for Ministers session as a requirement for initial certification.

2. All existing ministers must attend the session prior to the end of June 2007.

3. Ministers requiring re-certification prior to the end of June 2007 must attend the session prior to being re-certified.  
4. Going forward, all ministers must attend the session every other year to maintain their certification and to be re-certified.

TEEN MINISTERS

The content of the Called to Protect session is a component of the St. Andrew’s Religious Education Program and of the curriculum of the parochial schools within the Diocese of Phoenix.  Teen ministers who participate in either of these programs will satisfy this requirement.  Those who are not included in these two groups should seek individual direction regarding certification requirements from either Ministry Co-Chair or the Parish Liturgist for clarification.
