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Subject: Serving The Blood of Christ to Persons Unable to Come Forward to the Sanctuary for Communion

As is the normal procedure, the Sacristan “roams” through the congregation to serve the Body of Christ to individuals unable to come forward to the Sanctuary to receive communion. During this “roaming,” the Minister of Hospitality (MOH) leading the Sacristan throughout the congregation (or the Sacristan) may identify those individuals who wish to also receive the Precious Blood. To ensure that these individuals are able to partake of both species, the following procedure will be used and will become effective immediately. 
During the set-up of communion vessels before mass, a small amount of wine will be placed in an additional (smaller) precious metal chalice which will be placed on the same tray that holds the other chalices, etc. and will be brought to the altar for consecration during the preparation of gifts and remain on the altar during communion. Then, after the communion lines subside, the MOH will proceed to the Credence Table and either of the following options can be used:

Option 1 The Sacristan will retrieve the smaller chalice from the altar, follow the MOH to the requesting individual(s) to serve him/her the Blood of Christ, and return the smaller chalice to the credence table for normal clean up procedures.

Option 2  If the Captain has not taken a station, he/she will retrieve the smaller chalice from the altar, follow the MOH to the requesting individual(s) to serve him/her the Blood of Christ, and return the smaller chalice to the credence table for normal clean up procedures.
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
