Liturgical Changes as of October 1, 2004
In compliance with the Eucharistic Document Redemptionis Sacramentum
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SET UP FOR SACRISTANS AND CAPTAINS:

· Please use metal 500 host Ciboria [image: image2.wmf]or 1600 host Ciboria/bowl to hold the hosts being brought forward in procession for preparation of the gifts.

· Crystal flagon (pitcher) will still be used to hold unconsecrated wine.  Please prepare as normal.  The Deacon or Priest will pour into chalices during the preparation of the gifts.

· All metal chalices (cups for the precious blood) are to be used in accordance with the Eucharistic document Redemptionis Sacramentum.  They are to be placed on a tray on the small credence table near the ramp near the sanctuary.  

NOTE:  This small credence table will need to be moved by the sacristan or captain to the 

   wall side closer to the sanctuary when our wheelchair bound lector is scheduled.


When there are larger masses (i.e. 10:15 A.M.), please place two (2) extra smaller chalices 
on the tray for consecration.  These will be filled up half way by the 
Deacon or Presider 
for use when the extraordinary ministers run out of the precious blood.  Please make sure 
that more wine is placed in the flagon (pitcher) for these extra chalices.  The Captain is to 
continue to check with cup ministers during communion.
DEACONS, ALTAR SERVERS AND SACRISTANS:

· Altar Servers are to begin their preparation of the gifts movement as soon as the Presider stands, or as their normal procedure for Fr. Joe’s masses.  
· The Deacon will bring the tray of chalices to altar table, pour water into the flagon, and then pour into the chalices.  The Deacon will hold onto the flagon until Presider wipes hands with towel.  The Deacon will then hand the flagon to the server with the towel to return to the credence table.  The Deacon or designated Altar Server will return the tray to the credence table.
· When there is no Deacon, the Sacristan will bring the tray of chalices to the altar.  The Presider will pour, and will then give the flagon and the tray to the Sacristan to return to the credence table.
