Preparation Policy for Sacraments of Initiation

Elementary and Junior High (Grades 2 through 8)

CHILDREN REQUIRING THE SACRAMENTSOF
RECONCILIATION AND/OR CONFIRMATION AND EUCHARIST

A two-year preparation process is required, byDlweese of Phoenix, for children,
already baptized (as Catholic or in another Clamstradition), who have reached the age
of discretion (seven years of age or above), anol désire to receive the sacrament of
Reconciliation and/or the sacraments of Confirmratiad First Eucharist. In regard to
sacramental preparation, a candidate must meébltbeiing requirements:
* Be baptized and not previously confirmed.
* Must be Catholic (children baptized in another chunust make a Profession of
Faith).
* Must be properly instructed.
* Must be capable of renewing their Baptismal prosiise
* Must have previously been prepared for and recdive®acrament of
Reconciliation.
Year One: The child must be enrolled in at least one yeaga-appropriate, formal
religious education classes and should attend Maskly with their parents. Contact the
Coordinator of Early Child and Elementary CatechieBaulette Colin, to register
children in second through fifth grades. For claldim sixth through eighth grades,
contact the Coordinator of Youth Ministries, Barishko.

Year Two:

» The child should be enrolled in another year ofageropriate, formal
religious education classes and should attend Maskly with their parents.

* The child and his/her parents must also be regdter and attend First
Reconciliation family catechetical sessions heldrdythe fall months
(generally before Thanksgiving).

* In addition, the child and his/her parents must &ls registered for and attend
Confirmation/Eucharist family catechetical sessibakl from January
through Lent.

» Upon completion of year one and two requiremehis child should receive
Confirmation and First Eucharist at one of the gfagelebrations held after
Easter (generally before the end of May).
